“Our mission is to help teachers and schools to educate children and youth to be active participants in a diverse democracy.”

Disinformation & Misinformation – Differences:

· Misinformation is misleading, but source believes it to be true.
· Disinformation is false information for the purpose of misleading someone.

Problems today:
· Teens can’t tell real news from fake news
· Teens don’t trust a single news report. Say it’s all  “biased”.
· Trust in media is at an all-time low since 1972.
· More than 60% of Americans now rely on social media for their information about political controversies.

Implicit Bias: prejudice that is in you
· Urge to conform
· Avoidance of complexity

Cognitive Bias: Umbrella term for what our brains do by their default settings.
Confirmation Bias: When we believe things that confirm what we already believe.

Apophenia – The tendency to see meaningful connections or patterns where none exist.

The illusion of Comprehension: 
· How does information get to us?
· Algorithms
· Computational propaganda

Impact:
· Hate and Hate Crimes
· Cycle of civic disengagement
· Information inequality
· Increased vulnerability to conspiracy theories

How to change these things:
· Escape the echo chamber 
· Create media
· Work with providers
· Critical thinking instruction – analyze what is being seen
· Media Literacy
· Tools to recognize and decode bias
· Make thinking transparent
· Debunking

Digital Literacy Framework
- 7 different skills
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
