Instruction / Activities / Differentiation
Engage/Warm Up: What is the main pull factor which attracts immigrants to the United States? Group ABC Activity. A) Cultural/Family ties B) Economic Opportunities C) war/political instability 
Instructor examines the answers by students and explains the following: C) political instability is a push factor, and would not apply to the question. B) Economic opportunities are the chief reason why immigrants come to the United States although cultural/family ties has historically been one of the many pull factors attracting immigrants to the US. 
2. Using the Active Classroom Link: Students work in pairs to A)  analyze how the demographic makeup of the US has changed over time and B) explain the causes and effects of immigration on the US.

3. Students are given manipulatives that students use to A) match the time period with the particular ethnic group and B) causes and effects of immigration on the US.

4. Closure: Students write an original “newspaper article” (using the newspaper article template provided by the instructor) which explains the causes and effects of immigration on the US and how the demographics have changed over time from the perspective of someone writing in a relevant time period (late 19th century/ early 20th century).
