	Blended Learning Lesson Plan
	Warm Up: Video on the Election of 1824 and the Corrupt Bargain that occurred. Students will be answering question on what led to the election of John Quincy Adams.


Students will participate in a Decision Making in US History activity. Students will read about the candidates without their names and create a list of pros and cons for each candidate. They will then make a decision on which person they will vote for.


Early American Democracy (Jeffersonian Democracy) vs. Jacksonian Democracy (Ven Diagram): 

Students will use links provided by teacher in order to complete an internet research of early American Democracy (Jeffersonian Democracy) including who can vote, voting age, etc. using Political, Economic and Social aspects

Direct Teach:
In class, students will be sharing out responses to Jeffersonian Democracy while teacher clarifies misconceptions during whole group direct teach. Students will be making corrections, if necessary, in their Graphic Organizer

Activity:
