1. Google Forms
a. Google forms allows you to create an online assessment that includes short answer, multiple choice, and paragraph form questions. These can be used for formative or summative assessment. 
b. Pros:
i. Easy to use
ii. Offers different question format
iii. Can see student answers
iv. Can add in different media
v. Free
vi. Can see student feedback/answers 
c. Cons:
i. Students cannot see how they did 
ii. There is no point system, you’d have to add them yourself
iii. Sometimes google forms glitches, and students could lose their answers
2. Edulastic
a. This is a free online formative assessment tool. Teachers can create standard based assessments relatively easily and quickly. 
b. Pros:
i. Easy to use
ii. Offers ready-made assessments
iii. Can create own assessments
iv. Offers district level accounts (at a price though)
v. Wide range of assessment items 
1. Can make it more engaging for students 
vi. Can see student scores immediately 
vii. Can be used to differentiate instruction
c. Cons:
i. Does not offer adaptive software
ii. Is mainly just geared around assessments
iii. Some better features are at a price
3. Spiral
a. This is an engaging, relatively easy to use tool that supports formative and summative assessments. It is an interactive learning platform that can be used for quick assessment, student collaboration, interactive video, and flipped classroom activities.
b. Pros:
i. Has a variety of uses
ii. Free
iii. Can be easily integrated to any LMS
iv. Can grade assessments automatically or individually 
v. Can view question by question stats 
c. Cons:
i. Creating and assigning content can be challenging at times 
ii. Some of the better features are at a price
iii. It is only free at the moment due to remote learning, so it may not be always free
