	Students can virtually cut images and text and paste them to a poster board layout on their screens.
	User-friendly with lots of built-in assistive tech (website will intelligently detect the theme of your poster)

	Socrative
	Interactive digital tool that lets you quiz, grade, and assess on-the-fly
	Kids will like the instant feedback; it’s easy for teachers to see where students are missing a concept and adjust instruction accordingly.
	Analyzing individual student data over time will take more time and effort than most teachers have.

	Google Forms
	Survey tool that’s free for anyone with a Google account.
	Makes it easy for students to answer questions by clicking a drop-down, typing a fast text answer, or posting a short YouTube video. Teachers can view graphs and summaries of frequently missed answers for a quick bird’s-eye view of the class as a whole.
	The types of questions are limited, the survey logic isn’t all that robust, and there isn’t much room for customizing your forms.
